AMENDMENT 1. Article V—Members and Dues, Section 7.
Amend by striking out the words “September 1 and end August 31” and inserting the
words “July 1 and end August 31”.

Rationale: This amendment is to keep Montana PTA membership year consistent with our fi
year.

AMENDMENT 2. Article V—Members and Dues, Section 4.

Amend by striking out the words “three dollars and twenty-five cents ($3.25) per
annum effective at the beginning of the membership year 2006-2007.” and inserting

the words “three dollars and seventy-five cents ($3.75) per annum effective January 1,
2012

Rationale: This amendment is recommended to reflect that the Montana PTA has not raised
in six years. Delegates at the 2006 convention at which the last dues increase was enacted ingli
the desire to raise dues in small amounts on a more regular basis, rather than waiting lo
periods until a large increase is necessary. Delegates at the next convention passed an ame
requiring a review of dues rates in odd years. As part of that review in 2011, the Montana|

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Section 4. Each member of a local PTA shall pay annual dues as may be determined by the association.
The amount of the dues shall include the portion payable to the Montana PTA as determined by the
Montana PTA. The Montana portion of each member’s dues shall be three dollars and seventy-five
cents (S3.75) per annum effective January 1, 2012. The amount of the dues shall also include the
portion payable to National PTA as recommended by the National PTA board of directors and approved
by a two-thirds (2/3) majority of the voting body at the National PTA Annual Convention.
